Individuals may
consent to a full collection of informaticn, which will initiate legal proceedings, or they may report in a way
that enables them to receive assistance without legal obligation. If necessary information is withheld at the
time the incident is reported, the case may not be able to proceed or be closed.

Alleged perpetrator Pl data are collected by Service Military Criminal Investigative Organizations and Office
of the Judge Advocate Generals systems and are loaded into DSAID after reasonable suspicion has been
found that the alleged perpetrator may have committed the crime.
